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Introduction

Snapshots:  A Picture of California’s Domestic Violence Prevention Services for Underserved Communities highlights innovative programs in California that are transforming communities by integrating domestic violence prevention into underserved cultural/racial communities.  The programs vary in size, scope, history and strategy.  Some have articulated service models, while others are adapting program strategies to meet the needs of a community they serve.  Snapshots provides a view of the progress being made to end domestic violence in our multicultural state.

Snapshots contains introductory information for a total of sixty-five different programs in California.  The entries are organized alphabetically.  At the end of the directory, there are two indexes:  Programs by County Served and Programs by Population Focus.   Attachment 1: Observations of the Landscape aggregates findings and common themes which arose during the course of the interviews.  

Prevention Focus.  Until recently, domestic violence services have focused on helping individuals in crisis to leave violent partners and rebuild their lives.   This remains the primary focus of many domestic violence providers.  Through these efforts, thousands of individuals have re-built their lives to be free of violence.  Organizations, criminal justice agencies and community based coalitions have also advocated for, created, and implemented policies and programs aimed at rehabilitating perpetrators of domestic violence through detention, education and community service.   Ending domestic violence requires a three-pronged approach: 1) help for victims and potential victims to identify the problem, seek help and re-build their lives to be violence-free; 2) rehabilitation for perpetrators of domestic violence; and 3) prevention to create a community that does not tolerate domestic violence.   The final strategy – creating a community that does not tolerate domestic violence (primary prevention) is the most challenging and complex of these strategies.  

There are three key components to domestic violence prevention: 

· building young people’s attitudes, skills and knowledge so they maintain healthy relationships and do not tolerate domestic violence in their community;

· creating and implementing policies in community institutions (such as police departments and hospitals) to improve the response to domestic violence; and

· changing the formal and informal community norms around women, violence, relationships and responses to domestic violence. 

Saying that domestic violence prevention must occur within the cultural values of the community does not give a complete, realistic picture of culturally relevant domestic violence prevention.  Primary domestic violence prevention involves culture change.  At times it involves re-thinking definitions of violence, of relationships, and community strategies for addressing this violence.  Culturally respectful programs educate members of the community, build their leadership skills, and support them as they find their voices and identify what needs to change and how.   Prevention programs help people come together to articulate, plan and create their community without domestic violence.  These culturally relevant efforts may create a very different picture than if domestic violence providers try to impose their vision of a violence-free community onto community members.  

Culturally Relevant Programs.  Advocates, community leaders and coalitions have worked diligently to expand domestic violence services to unserved and underserved populations within California, creating an impetus for greater inclusiveness within the domestic violence field.  The momentum for engaging diverse ethnic/cultural communities in violence prevention and making sure programs are reaching underserved groups with culturally appropriate methods and strategies has been building over the past ten years.  While much of the momentum has come from grassroots efforts, substantial support for developing and expanding culturally tailored services and prevention efforts has come from state and federal funding sources as well.  A two-way influence process has been at work, with local leaders calling for more of a voice, more funding and more ownership of programs in their communities, and state officials responding by making funds more accessible to programs serving diverse communities. 

There are many descriptive words for programs that pay attention to culture, including:  culturally competent, culturally tailored, culturally specific, culturally relevant and culturally appropriate.  People interviewed for this directory did not have consensus as to definitions of these terms.  In fact, they often had conflicting definitions and negative connotations around specific terms.  For the purposes of this directory, culturally relevant prevention programs meet the following criteria: 

· The organization has primary prevention strategies that engage an underserved population(s) in domestic violence prevention.  

· Program staff are able to articulate how they serve specific populations.  

· Programs are linguistically competent and do not merely translate materials and ideas from English to other languages.   

· Programs seek to integrate a “no violence” message into the existing knowledge, skills and attitudes of community members. 

· Programs address issues of racism, homophobia, and oppression.

· Individuals are encouraged to identify ways to apply strategies and materials to their own cultural groups.

· Programs advocate for improved policies and services that address the  barriers to ending domestic violence faced by particular cultural groups.

· Programs foster leadership within the population served.

Many unserved and underserved communities have not had access to funding, education, and other resources for domestic violence intervention services, let alone for prevention activities.  Moreover, domestic violence may still be considered a “taboo” topic in many communities throughout California.  As a result, many of the domestic violence organizations listed in this directory provide a combination of intervention and prevention services that “meet people where they are,” offering culturally relevant information and support to people who may be experiencing domestic violence as well as trying to create larger cultural shifts in norms and behaviors.  

Many organizations in this directory are devoted to serving a specific population (e.g. Filipino, Latino, African American, Deaf) and tailor their programs to fit with the values, traditions, customs, language, and concerns of a specific community.  Others serve a multicultural community and build cultural respect and relevancy into their community services and education.  While not every organization listed in this directory has an active prevention focus as defined above, each is striving to use culturally tailored outreach or intervention work in unserved or underserved communities and is working towards prevention in specific communities.  

Methodology.   Research for Snapshots  was conducted through a review of other directories as well as identification of potential primary domestic violence prevention programs in underserved communities.  Once a list of potential organizations was compiled, Transforming Communities conducted telephone interviews with program staff.  

Snapshots should not be viewed as a complete listing of culturally relevant domestic violence prevention programs working with underserved populations, but rather a first step towards developing an understanding of the landscape of culturally relevant domestic violence prevention initiatives in California.  Because of the limited scope of this directory, we were not able to review the efforts of county Domestic Violence Prevention Councils or government agencies such as Commissions on the Status of Women or District Attorney’s offices.  Information collected for Snapshots is based primarily on self-reporting by individual organizations. Evaluating programs to determine whether they met identified criteria for culturally competent services (i.e. representative board, service location, etc.) was beyond the scope of this directory.

The Asian and Pacific Islander Institute on Domestic Violence is a national network of advocates, community members, agencies, professionals, researchers, policy advocates, and activists from community and social justice organizations working to eliminate domestic violence in Asian and Pacific Islander (API) communities.  The Institute functions as a national resource center and a network of organizations committed to sharing resources; developing and promoting Pan-Asian and culturally-specific community models of prevention and intervention; conducting and disseminating research; and influencing public policy.  The Institute’s focus on organizing and advocacy within and across Asian and Pacific Islander communities is informed by a gender-based analysis of the cultural roots of violence against women.  The Institute promotes networking and dialogue through regional meetings, working groups, electronic networks (apidv@topica.com), newsletters, Web site, and publications.  In June 2002, the Institute convened a national summit on violence against women in API communities to address critical issues such as domestic violence related homicides and how culture is used to justify gender violence. Brief Description
Asian American Pacific Legal Center of Southern California provides multilingual, culturally sensitive legal services for individuals affected by domestic violence.  Domestic violence prevention efforts by the Center include removing barriers that often interfere with this community’s efforts to obtain assistance.   One such barrier was addressed by translating restraining orders into several languages.  Self-identification is another barrier, since many API victims do not identify themselves as domestic violence victims.  This is in part due to cultural differences in the conception of power and control.  In addition some API do not seek assistance because they see themselves as obligated to stay in the relationship in return for better opportunities.  The Center has produced four brochures designed to address these and other API-specific issues that potentially impede domestic violence prevention and intervention efforts.  The brochures are available in six Asian languages and in English.

The Asian Women’s Shelter (AWS) currently sustains four broad-based prevention approaches. (1) The Community Education Program offers domestic violence presentations and workshops with a focus on Asian and Pacific Islander communities in San Francisco.  Presentations are offered in schools, temples, and at public events (such as the Asian Fair) likely to attract members of the API community.   (2) The Community 

Building/Community Organizing Program uses a “community action team” model in which groups of community members come together to plan, organize and implement a prevention campaign or public awareness activities for their communities.  The underlying idea is to promote local ownership of solutions.  Recently, a team of Japanese language advocates from AWS began to partner with outside agencies to develop innovative, long-term strategies for addressing domestic violence in Japanese-American communities.  (3) As a third approach to prevention, AWS has built a collaborative of other Bay Area API programs (including Cameron House, Narika and the Asian Pacific Islander Legal Outreach) to expand efforts through increasing communication and sharing resources such as childcare, funding, job training, and legal services.   (4) The Technical Assistance and Training program operates locally, statewide, nationally and internationally to disseminate the “Multilingual Access Model’ for outreach and service in non-English speaking communities.  This program provides training and technical assistance to other domestic violence organizations on how to implement the multilingual access model and build organizational capacity for developing culturally sensitive, appropriate and accessible programs.   In the Multilingual Access Model, language translators are trained to go beyond the role of translator and serve as agents of change by providing a cultural bridge between non-English speaking API communities and the social systems that serve domestic violence survivors (e.g., health care, criminal justice, social welfare, among others).

Brief Description
The Center for Domestic Violence Prevention currently operates a Filipino Outreach Program and a Pacific Islander Outreach Program.  The Filipino Outreach Program has been active for five years and has built connections to the Filipino-American Community through presentations and education.  Collaborating with the Kapwa Pilipino Advocacy Group (KAPAG), the Center created a bilingual resource guide of all services in San Mateo County.  The Center also conducts a media campaign working with diverse San Mateo County media channels.  This year, the Center’s teen poster contest received significant media attention in three Filipino papers.  The Center also worked with Kaiser Hospitals to produce a trilingual brochure on domestic violence (English, Spanish and Tagalog) that was placed in the women’s restrooms of all Kaiser facilities.  The Center also has a Pacific Islander Outreach Program that is smaller and newer than the Filipino Program.  The current focus of this program is to strategize with Pacific Islanders on how to develop effective outreach materials.  For example, recent connections with Pacific Islander businesses resulted in a Pacific Islander Task Force of the Media Advisory Board.

Community Solutions is providing one-on-one outreach for migrant farm workers.  Bilingual staff from Community Solutions partner with representatives from the county health department when doing outreach on the farms.  This helps create less visibility and allows for more confidentiality regarding the topics of conversation.  The first thing outreach workers do when approaching a farm worker is to ask permission to speak with them while they are working.  Community Solutions also conducts culturally relevant workshops in Spanish on the dynamics of domestic violence, the effects of violence on children, and local resources that are available.  Community Solutions is currently attempting to identify give-away items that would be useful to the farm workers and that give a “healthy relationship message.”

Community United Against Violence (CUAV) works to end violence within Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender (LGBT) and Queer/Questioning communities.  In tandem with this focus, the group also strives to end homophobic hatred and oppression of LGBT individuals and other forms of societal oppression.  Current violence prevention efforts include a youth theatre project and an adult-focused, train-the-trainer educational outreach series.  Through the Queer Youth of Color Project, jointly sponsored by CUAV and the Lavender Youth Recreation Center (LYRIC), LGBT youth from diverse ethnic backgrounds design and present a theatre-based curriculum on relationship violence in classrooms and community settings in San Francisco.  The performance and education pieces focus specifically on relationship violence issues impacting queer/LGBT youth.  An advisory group of queer/LGBT youth (under age 24) provides leadership for the theatre group; younger interns (ages 17 and under) take on acting and script development roles.  CUAV’s adult-focused violence prevention efforts include providing a series of anti-oppression trainings to other social service providers, criminal justice system staff, and health care organizations throughout the San Francisco Bay Area. These train-the-trainer workshops include segments on partner violence, hate crimes and homophobia.

Women’s Crisis Support-Defensa de Mujeres has evolved a three-step, “ladder” approach to preventing domestic violence among Latino, primarily farm worker communities.  

The first step is an outreach program where Latina staff members go out to pre-selected, high-risk neighborhoods.  The outreach  workers go door-to-door, introducing themselves, engaging residents in a discussion about issues affecting their families and neighborhood, and gradually introducing the topic of domestic violence.  The program’s success is attributed to relationship-building over time, with workers returning repeatedly to meet and explore issues with families.  The Latina outreach workers have come to be seen as “commadres,” a relationship that might be described as a cross between a mother figure and a neighbor or trusted companion.  

The second-step, a “learning community” approach, involves inviting families to an eight-week series of workshops at a local center.  Sessions focus on a range of topics related to creating a healthy Latino family.  Families are also invited to participate in  “Noches de Familia” trainings, with activities for children, parents and teens all available at one site. The workshop series has been published in a Spanish-language “Healthy Families” curriculum available from Toucan Ed. publishers.  


The third step is a community organizing approach.  This step involves forming community action teams of local residents who work to take ownership of domestic violence prevention activities in their individual community.  Defensa de Mujeres – Women’s Crisis Support provides assistance with building leadership skills, developing action plans and strategies, and evaluating the community action teams’ work.

The recently established Latina Center hosts several health and domestic violence-related programs for Latina women. The Latina Center also operates a domestic violence training program and has translated domestic violence certification training materials into Spanish as a first step in training Latina women to provide support groups, advocacy and outreach within their local communities.  


The Latina Community Women’s Health Leadership Project was initially launched with funding from the City of Berkeley Public Health Department but now has separate funding and is part of the Latina Center.  The project provides leadership skills training to groups of Latina “peer leaders” via monthly training symposia.  Professional Latina women from the community provide mentoring and technical assistance to peer leaders, volunteering their time as “faculty advisors.”  Over the course of a year’s training, each peer leader develops her own health education project, many of which have focused on domestic violence awareness and education.  In addition, peer leaders as a group select a bill related to women’s health and travel to Sacramento to present their position on the pending bill to the California legislature.


The Latina Center has collaborated with Familias Unidas to develop a mental health program that provides support and education to victims of domestic violence.  This program also includes a family development curriculum focused on preventing abuse in families that have not identified as being abusive.

TAPNet provides statewide and regional training and technical assistance to those working with teens in an effort to promote healthy relationships and prevent violence in their lives.  LACAAW's Project TAP (Teen Abuse Prevention) is a culturally sensitive violence prevention outreach program that educates teens throughout Los Angeles County. This project seeks to empower local communities through education, support and counseling networks for a wide variety of teens from those in high school settings to youth identified as high risk.    LACAAW also provides counseling, intervention and Self-Defense programs designed specifically for the hearing impaired community and accessible to those with a range of disabilities.

Current programs include a curriculum on addressing bullying and teaching assertiveness for younger students; workshops on sexual harassment, sexual assault, and dating violence for older youth; a teen center; an annual professional conference; and the RESPECT Program.  


The purpose of the RESPECT program is to conduct outreach to populations that have not been involved in domestic violence prevention and increase their participation in prevention activities.  Men, employers, and church groups are actively recruited within the larger community as well as within their local Latino and Native American communities.   Shasta County Women's Refuge has collaborated with The Hispanic Coalition to build relationships and form alliances with leaders of the Latino community.  This collaboration has enhanced the Refuge’s ability to provide bilingual services by improving their Spanish language materials and increasing the number of Spanish-speaking volunteers available.  It has also increased the involvement of Latino community leaders and gatekeepers in domestic violence prevention efforts.  One of the lessons learned in working with the Latino and Native American communities is the absolute importance of building personal relationships and of incrementally introducing program ideas.  While this approach takes longer, the Refuge has found it to be the most effective way of connecting with these communities.  Shasta County Women's Refuge is also addressing the importance of culture in their own organization through the implementation of a top-level task force on diversity as a part of their strategic planning process.

ITWAN is a network of Native American women who work in domestic violence programs throughout the county and meet monthly.  ITWAN has conducted surveys in order to identify community needs for women dealing with domestic violence.  Their next step is to develop focus groups to create a community initiative that would create 1) a place where women can call and speak with a community member about domestic violence; 2) a safe home located within the community where women can go and stay as long as they want and then return home when they are ready; and 3) a home within the community where men can go and take a “time-out” to alleviate stress.  In both the women’s home and men’s home, traditional healing practices would be available as well as support services.  This community approach recognizes that domestic violence is not a traditional behavior within the Native American tribes and it takes a supportive community to help whole families address the problem.

Observations of the Landscape

In the process of conducting the interviews, reviewing materials, and discussing culturally relevant prevention practices in preparation for the development of Snapshots, we noted some recurring themes/observations.  We thought it might be of value to share these observations with you in the hope that they might spawn dialogue and perhaps even provide insight into the development of best practices in the area of providing culturally relevant domestic violence prevention services within California.  

· An integral component in primary prevention programs is community education.  This education addresses the cycle of violence and helps link individuals at-risk or in violent relationships with services (secondary and tertiary prevention).  

· Many communities have been adapting a “promotores” model in the provision of domestic violence prevention services.  In this model, individual community members are trained on domestic violence, resources, and leadership skills.  These community members become peer leaders who serve as resources for their families, friends, neighbors and local communities.  This model allows for large-scale community transformation while also creating resources for individuals in need.  Note, however, that promotores do not serve as a substitute for domestic violence victim assistance resources.    

· Domestic violence prevention programs primarily focus on educating the community on why domestic violence is unacceptable.  To be effective in diverse communities, it is imperative that the “reasons” why domestic violence is unacceptable behavior be tailored to the individual community.  For example, within the Native American/American Indian community, the message that domestic violence is a learned behavior, one that was non-existent in their traditional societies, gives a base for addressing domestic violence within those communities.  Similarly, in faith communities, biblical references are used as a base from which faith leaders and domestic violence advocates can work to prevent domestic violence within their communities. 

· An effective way to reach unserved and underserved communities is for domestic violence service providers to develop collaborations and linkages with community based, culturally immersed organizations and service providers.  In this manner, domestic violence prevention services can be integrated into other community services and programs. 

· Building trusting relationships is a central component to serving every underserved community.  This takes time and often must occur prior to implementing educational or direct services.  While there are specific models for building trust (using gatekeepers, going door-to-door, involving community leaders), trust evolves over time and requires that organizations demonstrate a commitment to the relationships as well as to the community.

· Many prevention programs integrate positive activities such as family nights, quilting, or other community events to build venues for outreach, education and organizing.  These events also include educational sessions and children’s activities.  

· Most of the domestic violence prevention programs use general population and ethnic media in their communities as a tool to educate community members and reinforce community norms that discourage violence.  

· Several programs provide primary, secondary and tertiary prevention concurrently.  While conducting community outreach and education, they educate individuals at risk and assist individuals who are experiencing violence.

· While many culturally tailored prevention programs integrate coalition building and advocacy for policy change, they usually do not start the community organizing with a policy agenda.   Several interviewees referenced the importance of first building individual knowledge and small group support before moving on to larger community issues.  

· Many domestic violence prevention programs serving youth have integrated a multicultural approach.  These programs serve youth from diverse backgrounds who are already coming together for a shared experience in schools and other community activities.  In these prevention programs, communication on oppression, racism, and violence in general is integrated with dating and gender violence in ways that draw out examples from the participants’ experience. 

· Youth and other community organizers often do not use the term “domestic violence” because this term implies that relationship violence only pertains to married/cohabitating couples and not other types of relationships.  Similarly, organizers in the Lesbian Gay Bisexual Transgender (LGBT) community must address the perception of domestic violence as unique to heterosexual relationships.  Some Asian organizers must address the barrier of the marriage contract as a business contract rather than a love relationship.  In addition, the term “domestic violence” does not translate clearly in many languages, so it is imperative to incorporate other, relative terms that do not create barriers to understanding.  

· For effective prevention, examples of domestic violence must be drawn from issues relevant to the population being served and must be inclusive of all forms of abuse (verbal, financial, sexual, physical), based on the concerns of that population. 

· Prevention programs must first identify culturally unique barriers to addressing domestic violence and then work on eliminating these barriers.  Strategies include policy initiatives, improving access to resources for community members, and offering training to other domestic violence agencies.

· Domestic violence prevention service providers must often address tremendous fear/distrust of law enforcement.  This distrust/fear coupled with “a desire to take care of their own” make some community members unlikely to ever utilize law enforcement services.  As a result, prevention programs working in communities where this fear exists are finding ways to emphasize strategies to create change within the community rather than by focusing on law enforcement involvement. 

· Many new immigrants are unaccustomed to domestic violence laws and need education on United States’ laws.  However, it is important to realize that learning that domestic violence is against the law does not invoke a desire to eliminate domestic violence.  Long-term strategies must incorporate culturally relevant messages about domestic violence into the community infrastructure and value systems.  On a similar note, in those communities where cultural references are used as an excuse for domestic violence, it is imperative that cultural leaders refute such claims. 

· Domestic violence prevention focuses on bringing about broad-based social changes by addressing the social conditions and underlying attitudes, beliefs and norms that allow violence within families to continue.  This necessitates that outreach, education and policy change efforts be sustained and supported over long periods of time to achieve maximum impact.
· To successfully institutionalize the idea that domestic violence is unacceptable, prevention programs must identify messages that can be supported in the cultural context in which people live.  Many providers have begun to develop customized curricula and outreach materials that utilize such messages and reflect the “voice” and priorities of the individual community. 
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
